TURF TALK by Mike Stupica, Golf Course Superintendent

After a full belly and a great football game during the
Thanksgiving week, we are back at work continuing the to
do list. November was a productive month for us and
December promises to be the same. We still have a couple
of projects to complete this winter. We have cleaned up a
few things and will start some bunker work very soon.
The rain over the past two weeks of November has slowed
the process a little as well as the vacation time our crew
will get in before the end of the year. We will keep
plugging along and complete projects as the weather
allows. The new tees on 14 are complete. They really look
good. The plan is to move the blue tees back and to have
the white tees on the old blue tees as well as the upper
new tees from time to time and the gold tees on the old
white tee markers. We feel this will make the hole play
better and give a bit more spice to the backside.

What are we doing to our turf this time of year? Not a
whole lot. We will watch the weather and look for rain.
The greens in particular still need water about once per
week. We will be very careful not to let them dry-out too
much. This will hold true to your lawn as well | don’t
think water every week is needed but if we go through an
extended period of time without rain, | would give it a
shot from time to time.
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This will keep the root zone moist and help insulate it from
damage caused by a hard freeze.
